ince its founding in 1996, the Lemur Conservation Foundation (LCF) has

become a force in the scientific community worldwide. LCF’s 90 acre reserve

in Florida features a flourishing colony where dozens of lemurs free range, pro-
vide research and educational opportunities, and produce selective offspring.

The rapid realization of the reserve’s six building campus is highlighted by: two
animal enclosures; facilities for researchers and scholars; and the Mianatra Center
for Lemur Studies, including the Anne and Walter Bladstrom Library. Equally grati-
fying has been the development of LCF’s partnership with Tampolo Forest Station, a
sister reserve in Madagascar, along with collaborations with leading zoos as well as
colleges and universities.

LCF's successes have been propelled by an exceptional Board of Trustees and a
dynamic Scientific Advisory Council. Together, with other leading contributors
and the reserve’s staff, LCF has become a standout in the fields of conservation and
education.

Now, to insure that the reserve’s increasing impact is sustained, LCF’s trustees
invite other forward-thinking philanthropists to join them as charter members of
the Lemur Legacy League. To recognize your generous commitment you will receive
a lapel pin and special recognition in LCFs annual reports.

Underwriting LCF’ initial accomplishments has been a series of fundraising cam-
paigns that has amassed more than $5 million. Of that, nearly $2 million has been
placed in an endowment that already provides important income for the reserve’s
operations and upgrades. A near term goal is to double the endowment to $4 million
and thus insure LCF's vitality while safeguarding against economic uncertainties.

In so doing, LCF can double the size of the lemur colony, multiply the number of
research and scholarly undertakings at that reserve, expand the scope of the
Bladstrom Library and extend educational opportunities.
